- go directly to official vaccination
centers of the National and Re-
gional Public Health Institution

- or by contacting your primary
health provider (please see addi-
tional contacts on the back page).
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WHO SHOULD GET VACCINATED? DO
| HAVE THE RIGHT TO BE VACCINATED?
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The COVID-19 vaccines are
safe for people above the age
of 5, including those with pre-ex-
isting conditions of any kind such
as: auto-immune disorders, hyper-
tension, diabetes, asthma, pulmo-
nary, liver and kidney disease, as
well as chronic infections that are
stable and controlled.

Vaccination is free-of-charge and
provided to anyone with a perma-
temporary residence
permit, with or without health in-
surance, working or not.

Getting vaccinated will not affect
your migration status.
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WHICH VACCINE SHOULD | CHOOSE?
ARE COVID-19 VACCINES SAFE?
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There are several safe and effec-
tive vaccines that prevent people
from getting seriously ill or dying
from COVID-19 that have been
granted for Emergency Use by
WHO:

VECTOR VACCINES:

+ Vaxzevria/AstraZeneca - two
doses;

* Janssen/Johnson and Johnson -
single dose;

mRNA VACCINES:

+ Spikevax/Moderna — two doses;

+ Comirnaty/Pfizer/BionTech -
two doses.

All COVID-19 vaccines provide a
high degree of protection against
serious illness and death from the
COVID-19 disease, although no
vaccine ensures 100% protection.
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WHAT ARE THE SIDE EFFECTS
OF THE COVID-19 VACCINES?
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side effects, which
indicate that a person's body is
building protection to COVID-19
infection, include:

* Arm soreness * Mild fever

+ Tiredness * Headaches

+ Muscle or joint aches

However, if you experience severe
side effects after getting vaccinat-
ed, immediately consult a medical
professional.
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VERY IMPORTANT!
Once you are vaccinated KEEP

the COVID-19 vaccination
certificate.

Once you receive a vaccine against
COVID-19, you will obtain a
COVID-19 vaccination certificate in a
paper form. The vaccination certifi-
cate provides information to health
care providers about the vaccination
status of individuals and serves as
proof of fulfilling the measures related
to combating the COVID-19
pandemic.
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HOW LONG IS THE COVID-19
VACCINATION CERTIFICATE VALID FOR?
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After completing primary series of
vaccination, the certificate will be
valid for 270 days from the day of
vaccination. This regulation is valid
in Croatia.
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WHO SHOULD NOT GET THE
COVID-19 VACCINE?
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There are very few reasons why
someone may NOT be able to
be vaccinated. The only medical
reason to not get vaccinated is if
you previously have had a severe
allergic reaction (i.e, anaphylaxis)
to a component of the vaccine or
to a previous dose of the vaccine.
Please consult your primary health
care provider (with the assistance
of interpreter) if you think you
have a medical contraindication
for getting COVID vaccine.T
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WHAT PREVENTIVE MEASURES SHOULD
| FOLLOW AFTER RECEIVING MY
COVID-19 VACCINATION?
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* Wear a face mask in closed
public spaces and on public
transport,

+ Maintain a safe distance by
staying at least two metres
away from others

* Regularly and properly wash
hands with soap and water. If
water and soap are not
available, use a hand sanitiser to
disinfect your hands

* Practice good respiratory
hygiene/cough etiquette.

Make sure you follow up-to-date
guidance of the country you are
currently in.
